The long term hope of AHI is to help low to moderate income families be
successful in this dream of owning their own home. To do this, a community-wide effort
has begun to bring together clients, providers and funders of housing programs to help
identify gaps between needs and services, increase communication and generally make
housing services more easily accessible and affordable for all those who need them.

AHI has identified three main areas for immediate attention—a central location
for home ownership information, a mentor program and a public education program.
Progress is being made among the community partners to address each of these areas.
