








Thank you for your interest in our Projects Available Booklet.  In the Diocese of Green Bay, this booklet is used as an optional giving resource by our parishes, schools and interested individuals.

Projects are selected each spring (May-June), with the booklet being printed and distributed to all our Diocesan parishes, schools and interested individuals in August.
A project’s acceptance in our booklet, does not guarantee you will receive any financial donations.   Requirements/guidelines for submitting a project are listed below:

· This booklet is used for short-term projects or needs of a village, parish or group 

· A written endorsement from the local Bishop, Provincial, or Superior is to be

      submitted with the project. 

· A U.S. mailing address for checks, should your project receive a donation, is required.   Checks cannot be made payable to an individual’s name.  

· Donations, if received, are to be used only as designated in the project page.

· The project, submitted on 8 1/2x11 sheet of paper, should clearly state its purpose/goals and be specific as to how donations will be used; a cost estimate (U.S. dollars) is helpful and informational.

· Small 4x6 pictures can be submitted for use on the project page, when possible we will try to include them on your page.  (dark pictures do not reproduce well)

· Other than a thank you, donors are not to be solicited for further donations. Do not put on any mailing lists. 

· Deadline for submitting a page is June 30.
Suggestion/Hint:   One of our most popular pages is the “Cow Project” in which people are asked to purchase a cow to help support a leper ($75 US).   Keep your page simple, not too wordy.  
Keeping items on your page in an “affordable” range whenever possible ($100-$200) draws better attention from small groups i.e. women’s group, classroom fundraiser or classroom Lenten project. If your page includes several items list them and their costs separately.   Small pictures (4X6) also capture viewers’ attention.   
No cost is associated with this booklet, and100% of funds donated to your page will be sent to
