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Ministry Formation develops and implements 

programs that emphasize lay and religious 
leadership formation.  Some examples include the 
Emmaus Program which certifies people for service 
in the areas of Pastoral Ministry, Liturgy, Faith 
Formation, Youth Ministry and Parish Business 
Management.  The Ministry Formation area also 
contains the Diaconate Program which provides 
formation to men interested in becoming deacons. 
Parishes continue to benefit from well-trained 
parishioners who have completed these programs.   

Parish communities become more vibrant as 
this ministry nurtures and assists them in 

educating and encouraging people to embrace 
their lives in a stewardship kind of way. Parish 
Planning and Pastoral Services works with parish 
councils, long-term strategic parish planning and 
Hispanic outreach. Their ministries also include: 
care ministry for the sick and homebound, support 
for persons with disabilities, and support of the 
diocesan mission in the Dominican Republic.
